(A) Eligibility Documents

Class “A” Legal Documents:

%o1. Registration certificate from the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC), Department of
Trade and Industry (DTI) for sole proprietorship, or Cooperative Development Authority (CDA) for
cooperatives, or any proof of such registration as stated in the BDS;

%o02. Mayor’s permit issued by the city or municipality where the principal place of business of the
prospective bidder is located.

Class “A” Technical Documents:

%03. Statement of all its ongoing and completed government and private contracts within ten (10) years
from the submission of bids, unless otherwise stated in the BDS, including contracts awarded but not
yet started, if any. The statement shall include, for each contract, the following:

name of the contract;

date and status of the contract;

contract duration;

owner’s name and address;

nature of work;

contractor’s role (whether sole contractor, subcontractor, or partner in a JV) and percentage
of participation;

total contract value at award;

date of completion or estimated completion time;

total contract value at completion, if applicable;

percentages of planned and actual accomplishments, if applicable;

value of outstanding works, if applicable;

the statement shall be supported by the notices of award and/or notices to proceed issued
by the owners; and

the statement shall be supported by the Constructors Performance Evaluation System
(CPES) rating sheets, and/or certificates of completion and owner’s acceptance, if applicable;

%o4. Valid Philippine Contractors Accreditation Board (PCAB) license and registration for the type and cost
of the contract for this Project (Small B);

Class “A” Financial Documents:

%o05. Audited financial statements, stamped “received” by the Bureau of Internal Revenue (BIR) or its duly
accredited and authorized institutions, for the preceding calendar year, which should not be earlier
than two (2) years from bid submission;

%06. NFCC computation or CLC in accordance with ITB Clause 5
Class “B” Documents:

%o07. It applicable, the JVA in case the joint venture is already in existence, or duly notarized statements
from all the potential joint venture partners stating that they will enter into and abide by the provisions
of the JVA in the instance that the bid is successful shall be included in the bid.

(B) Technical Documents

%08. The bid security in accordance with ITB Clause 18. If the Bidder opts to submit the bid security in the
form of: 1) a bank draft, it shall be accompanied by a confirmation from a Universal or Commercial
Bank; 2) an irrevocable letter of credit issued by a foreign bank, it shall be accompanied by a
confirmation from a Universal or Commercial Bank; or 3)a surety bond, it shall be accompanied by a
certification by the Insurance Commission that the surety or insurance company is authorized to
issue such instruments.

%09. Project requirements, which shall include the following:

1. Organizational chart for the contract to be bid;

2. List of contractor's personnel (viz, project Manager, Project Engineers, Materials Engineers,

and Foremen), to be assigned to the contract to be bid, with their complete qualification and
experience data; and
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3. List of contractor’s equipment units, which are owned, leased, and/or under purchase
agreements, supported by certification of availability of equipment from the equipment
lessor/vendor for the duration of the project; and

%010. Sworn statement of the prospective bidder or its duly authorized representative in the form prescribed
by GPPB as to the following:

1. It is not “blacklisted” or barred from bidding by the GOP or any of its agencies, Offices,
corporations, or LGU's, including foreign government/foreign or International financing
institution whose blacklisting rules have been recognized by GPPB;

2. Each of the document submitted in satisfaction of the bidding requirements is an authentic
copy of the original, complete, and all statements and information provided therein are true
and correct;

3. It is authorizing the head of the Procuring Entity or its duly authorized Representative/s to
verify all the documents submitted;

4. The signatory is the duly authorized representative of the prospective bidder, and Granted full
power and authority to do, execute and perform any and all acts necessary and/or to
represent the prospective bidder in the bidding, with the duly notarized Secretary’s Certificate
attesting to such fact, if the prospective bidder is a corporation, partnership, cooperative, or
joint venture;

5. It complies with the disclosure provision under Section 47 of the Act in relation to other
provisions of RA 3019;
